Sports Day 

Sports day is being held on Wednesday 17th July. The      
arrangements are as follows:                                            
Class 1 and Class 2 - 9.15am - Please drop your children at 
school at normal time, then head round to the school field for 
sports day. After the event children will go back to their     
outdoor areas where parents and carers of Reception       
children can have the chance to see their children before   
going back into class. Cold drinks and ice pops will be    
available to purchase at the end of the event.                       
Afternoon nursery should attend school in the morning,      
arriving at 8.45am instead of the afternoon.                          
15 hour nursery children can be collected from Class 1 door 
after the event. 30 hour nursery children can stay for the day 
as usual. 

Class 3, 4 and 5 - 1.30pm - Lime Avenue gates will be open 
from 1.15pm. Parents and carers should head round to the 
school field for sports day. After the event children can be 
collected from their class doors. Younger children can also 
be collected from their class doors early if needed.  Cold 
drinks and ice pops will be available to purchase at the end 
of the event.                                                                        
Children need to come to school in PE clothes and pumps or 
trainers ready to take part in sports day. They should bring 
their water bottle as normal and a sun hat/cap for sunny 
weather. Please ensure your child has sun cream on before 
they come to school.

their usual school shoes and bring plimsolls to change into if 
they wish.
